Mrs Cramp, Mr Jones, Mrs Werbowy and Mrs Rollerson have created an outdoor team to meet and create an outdoor curriculum for Homefields to promote physical activity during learning times.

SEND children at Homefields have benefitted physically and mentally from the equipment. Helping them engage and achieve physical targets. Not needed in 2021/22. Conversation with Mrs Wainwright implies it may be needed next academic year.


Purchase of sports equipment has enabled afterschool club to be physically active afterschool. Children love the use of the pool table / ice hockey table.








Midday supervisors have found behavior has improved when children are physically active and utilizing sports equipment. Children are happier when entering the classroom after lunchtime.



Due to the school having separate bubbles and being safe during the pandemic, we have not used the climbing wall as it involves children touching the same place and being in close proximity in the same location. This will be reviewed during the Summer term. – This needs promoting in Autumn.









Staff found that a timetable was too structured for the daily mile, therefore, a decision was made to allow staff to deliver the daily mile on a more fluid basis that suited their class. 


Evidence will be collected through bleep tests during  Autumn term and Summer term to measure fitness of pupils.
