	Poetry is a special way of writing that uses rhythm, rhyme, and feelings to create fun and interesting ideas.

	🎵 Rhyme – Words that sound the same at the end, like cat and hat. 🥁 Rhythm – The beat or flow of a poem, which can be fast or slow. 📜 Stanza – A group of lines in a poem, like a paragraph in a story. 📏 Line – A single row of words in a poem. 🐒 Metaphor – Comparing things without using "like" or "as," e.g., The classroom was a zoo! 🦁 Simile – Comparing things using "like" or "as," e.g., He was as brave as a lion. 🐍 Alliteration – When words start with the same sound, e.g., Silly snakes slither silently. 🎨 Imagery – Words that create a picture in your mind. ✍️ Verse – A single line or group of lines in a poem.

	Poems come in many styles! 🔠 Acrostic – The first letters of each line spell a word. 🍂 Haiku – A short poem with just 3 lines. 😂 Limerick – A funny poem with a special rhythm.

	Poems can tell stories, describe things, share feelings, or just make people smile!

	🎤 Reading Poems Aloud
	Reading poems out loud helps you hear the rhythm and rhyme. Try using different voices to bring them to life!

	🎭 Rhyme Pattern: Poems can have patterns in how the lines rhyme, like AABB or ABAB. 🎵 Rhythm: The way a poem sounds when read aloud, like music!
