	🌍 What are Stories from Other Cultures?
	These are stories that come from different countries, traditions, and people around the world. They help us learn about different ways of life, beliefs, and values!

	📚 Why Do We Read Them?
	- To discover new places and traditions. - To learn about different ways of life. - To understand and respect other cultures. - To enjoy exciting stories from around the world!

	🏯 Features of Stories from Other Cultures
	- 🏜 Different Settings – They often take place in unique locations (e.g. African savannas, Indian villages, Chinese mountains). - 👳 Different Characters – People may wear different clothes, eat different food, or have different traditions. - 🐅 Cultural Creatures or Myths – Some stories include legendary animals or magical creatures from their culture. - 🎭 Traditional Beliefs – The story may teach an important lesson, moral, or value from that culture.

	📍 Settings Around the World
	- Africa – Deserts, jungles, and savannas with animals like lions and elephants. - India – Bustling cities, colorful festivals, and beautiful temples. - China – Ancient palaces, mountains, and famous myths like dragons. - South America – Rainforests, rivers, and magical folklore.

	📖 Famous Stories from Other Cultures
	- Anansi the Spider (Africa) – A clever trickster teaches lessons. - The Ramayana (India) – An ancient epic about a prince and a monkey king. - The Magic Paintbrush (China) – A boy’s drawings come to life. - The Great Kapok Tree (South America) – A rainforest tale about saving nature.

	🏗 Structure of These Stories
	1. Beginning – Introduces the place and characters. 2. Problem – Something happens that needs to be solved. 3. Adventure – The characters go on a journey or face a challenge. 4. Ending – A lesson is learned, or a problem is solved!

	🔡 Important Vocabulary
	- Culture – The way people live, including food, clothing, and traditions. - Folktale – A story passed down through generations. - Legend – A famous story that explains something important. - Moral – A lesson the story teaches. - Myth – A story with gods, magic, or heroes.

	- 🏯 Setting – Describe what the place looks like. - 👘 Clothing – What do the characters wear? - 🍲 Food – What do they eat? - 📜 Traditions – What special customs or beliefs do they have?
